President's Corner

Wow!  Where do I even begin this month???  So much to say!  Let me start by reminding everyone that we will NOT be meeting at Faith Lutheran Church in March and April, but rather at the Wunderground West Magic Shop in Garden City.  The March meeting will be held on the 11th and the April meeting will be held on the 8th, both of which will start at 7 pm with Board meetings beforehand starting at 6:30.   In appreciation for Tim letting us use his shop it would probably be nice if we gave him a little business those two nights as well.  
     I'm happy to report that we're making some real progress with the vests, thanks in large part to Tony for working with the seamstress and to Marvin for researching our fabric selections.  If you missed the last meeting, it was decided that the fronts of the vests will be red and the backs (and insides) will be black.  The seamstress will need three measurements from each person interested in purchasing a vest:  From the top of the shoulder to the waist, chest size, and waist size.  The cost for each vest will be $45 plus material.  We will also need to provide a sample vest style for the seamstress to work from.  Jim, you're top dog in this department...I think your vest is the one we decided to emulate in terms of number of pockets, locations, and so forth.  If possible, I was hoping you could bring it to the next meeting. Even if you can't leave it for the seamstress to analyze it would still be nice to have available for our members to look at.  And please note that the vests will need to be paid for up front, so if you want one you‘ll need to bring your checkbook when placing your order.  Right now the only wildcard with regard to price is knowing how much fabric goes into making a single vest, and we won't know that until the seamstress knows exactly what she‘ll be making.  I'd like to think, however, that with a little luck and a little work we could be in a position to take measurements and orders by the April meeting.
     Some of you may recall that last year the Club did a couple of hours of charity walk-around magic at the Ann Arbor Heart Walk at Washtenaw Community College.  I was recently contacted by one of the planners for this year's event and they'd very much like to have us back.  It will be held on Saturday, May 9th from 9 - 11 am, again at Washtenaw Community College.   If you think you can make it let one of the Board members know so we can get a firm headcount.  If we can get a half dozen magicians I think that would be adequate, but a few more definitely wouldn't hurt.
     And speaking of upcoming Club performances, at our March meeting we will need to come up with a game plan for our ‘Kids Fighting Cancer' charity show in April in New Baltimore.   If you're interested in doing some stage magic at this event, start thinking of what effects you'd like to perform so we can put together a comprehensive list of who's doing what, when, and for how long.  This is obviously a fantastic cause, folks, so let's do everything we can as a Club to make it a huge success.
